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There is more to the rubric. I created a sentence fluency, conventions, and presentation category as well. Next week in class my third graders will work on creating a personal narrative story. We will work on this story for four weeks and have mini-lessons on organizing stories into paragraphs, placing figurative language in our stories, as well as emphasizing sentence variation through the use of long sentences, short sentences, adverb openers, prepositional phrase openers, question sentences, and declarative sentences.

The rubric will come in handy when the students go to write their final draft. I will pass out the rubric for the students to look at so they know what I will be grading them on. The rubric will also help guide my grading and stick to a more accurate grading system for this writing project.

B.  Hands On Activity/Activities – Describe lesson/s you will use with your students.

For ideas we will have a mini-lesson on expanding and elaborating our ideas to “show” the reader instead of “telling” the reader.

I will use an organization lesson on paragraphing using a hamburger organizer.

I will teach a mini-lesson on sentence variation by having students stretch short sentences into longer sentences, varying sentence beginnings to include adverb openers and prepositional phrase openers.
I will also focus on incorporating figurative language into our stories.

I have created an online tool that I can save and print off for every student so they can see why they earned the grade they did. Hopefully getting the students to take ownership of their writing skills and look for areas where they do well and areas where they can improve upon. 

For me it will make my grading of writing more focused.

As far as being useful, I am very picky when it comes to the formatting of a rubric like this. My colleagues have created a rubric on Publisher that has boxes set up for the rubric to all fit on one page. I prefer that it all be on one page as opposed to two like the website had to create in Excel. I do like the drop down options on Rubistar and would use those more to get ideas to copy and paste into my own rubric created in Publisher.
