1. Describe how you could integrate online video resources into your classroom instruction.
           Reflections: I integrate United Streaming videos into science and social studies all the time to give the class a visual representation of the material we are covering. Magic School Bus videos tie in well to my grade level and content in science. The class really enjoys Time Warp Trio that fits into nicely with our Roman and Viking units. Giving students a historical perspective on what homes, clothing, and the surrounding areas looked like really helps because students can’t always picture what life was like for other people in other times.

           Reflections: I like how United Streaming has online teaching lessons to fit with some of the videos. Then after, I can use worksheets or quizzes designed to aid in the understanding of the video material.

Reflections: In United Streaming, I think the strength would be the lessons that correspond right to the videos that you can view. I also like that United Streaming breaks each video up by topic so I only can show the part that applies to my class if necessary. One weakness is that some of the topics I teach in social studies do not have grade appropriate materials for third grade. As the years go by more videos are being added but for some topics it is hard to find the “right” video to show that will not be “boring” or over their heads. 

On teacher tube I appreciated the option to upload your own videos. One strength I found is in the audio section, you can upload audacity files and some of them were of books being read aloud. This would be a great option for one of my students to hear books read to him and for him to be able to follow along. One weakness is sometimes the quality of the videos. It looks like anything can be uploaded.
School Tube seemed to have a lot of how to or explanation types of videos some that were created by teachers and others created by students. I see the student creation as a strength to allow students to see how they can use technology to express themselves and what they have learned about a particular topic rather than in the traditional way of writing a report on paper. A weakness I found was that no lesson ideas of quizzes come with these videos like I enjoy from United Streaming.
